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MINORITY MALE BLITZ 

More than 45,000 African-Americans die from smoking related disease annually. 

Smoking related illnesses are the number one cause of death in the African American community  

surpassing ALL OTHER CAUSES OF DEATH including AIDS, homicide, diabetes, and accidents.               

NATIONALLY 
 Tobacco use is responsible for approximately 90% of all lung cancer deaths.  

 Tobacco use is a major cause of heart disease and stroke.  

 African-American Men tend to start smoking later than White Men on average.  

 African-American Men tend to smoke cigarettes  more INTENSIVELY, and more menthol cigarettes.  

(which are higher in carbon monoxide, higher in nicotine, and permeates the lungs easier) 

LOCALLY 
 The cancer death rate in Indiana for African-American Men is (117.7 per 100,000) comapred to (92.2 per 100,000)              

for White Men. 

 African American Men… lung and bronchial death rate is 40% higher than White Men. 

 African American Men report that they want to quit, and have even tried to quit in the past year,
