INDIANAPOLIS – The American Cancer Society (ACS) estimates that during 2007 about 218,890 
new cases of prostate cancer in the United States. About 1 in 6 will be diagnosed with prostate 
cancer during his lifetime. 
 
Smoking or chewing tobacco products increase the negative physical and mental stability of 
men with prostate cancer. African Americans continue to be the target of intense marketing by 
the tobacco industry.  
 
In Indiana, the smoking rate for African American men is higher than around the United States. 
African American men are at least 50% more likely to develop lung cancer than White men.  
 
Stroke is twice as high among African Americans than among whites. African American men 
report that they want to quit, but actually quit less than other ethnic groups in the past year.  
 
Multiple churches, community centers, barbershops, and a host of other members of the Ethnic 
Tobacco Control Network are working tirelessly to stop the madness of tobacco products 
flooding the community with lethal products that kill more hoosiers than AIDS, homicide, 
diabetes, car accidents, and fires combined.
